On the above photo of the square and the item on the right, I received the following 
email from Philip Jensen:  "Was going to email you right away after last chat and just getting at 
it.  Picture of square.  Old Grover Block.  Canvas on left - Klandrud Restaurant.  Later bought Cliff 
Side Hotel (where Phonco is).  Big awning on right, was Nels Peterson (could be Pederson)  Bil-
liards (or pool hall as they called it then).  Had a chip from there but gave it to Wasons, and maybe 
melted.  
Cast iron molds.  It's for maple sugar candies.  Norwegians used to cook them in a sheet and cut 
them into squares.  Americans put them into molds and broke them into pieces.  I can pronounce 
then Norwegain names for this but can't spell it."

On this photo from Marge Severson with the pump on the left hand side… 
I first ran into a group at the Coffee Attic.  One of them started telling about the pump.  He 
and a friend used to get paid a nickel to fill up a tub of water, and pour it down so it ran 
through the culvert.  That way some of the guys that used to hang out in the culvert would 
have to come out.  But you really need to talk to Pete Leavitt. Then I received a phone call 
from Vernielle Hunter.  She remembered that pump and the one up above on the right in the 
lot behind the pool hall.  People used to get water from there.    Then Larry Kopp called.  He 
didn't remember the pump, but he remembered the stories, and he remembered the hole 
where that was there where the pump used to be ..But you really need to talk to Pete Leavitt.  
So I had to call Pete.  To ask about the pump.  He remembered it very well. "That was when 
Kruse's Tavern was right there on the corner where the motel is now.  .  It was good water.  
It was for anybody's use, it was on village property.  Very few people had wells at that time.  
In fact, we had one of the first pressure systems in town.  We were in the hotel for quite a 
few years - From 1925 until 1942. My folks, Guy and Florence Leavitt, ran the hotel.  When 
we were first in there we had groceries and then they added an ice cream parlor.  During the 
30's when they were working on the dam, we'd serve a hundred dinners at noon.  We were 
pretty filled up during that time.  I was a dish washer.   Then later we could add liquor, we 
made it into a tavern but still served meals.   My Dad worked on the railroad at that time, he 
was a signal maintainer.  (20's and early 30's) When the dam was being put in, we got so  
busy he quit the railroad. During that time we bought a big yellow building up by the Catho-
lic Church (its torn down now)  and that served for surplus rooms and we rented them out, 
we were so busy."

Chat."  So, Phillip here it is!

And I received this information on Franklin in the mail from Alice 
Baker. The note states that some information is from the "History of 
Town of Franklin" written by my sister, Lucinda Oakland Morken. 
(There are still former students of hers that remember when she taught at Gale 
College in the 1930's as well as her former Blair & Taylor students)  
 
  I found your article (April 3, 2007) about the beginning of Franklin in 
1856 of interest, because my grandparents, Aanen and Kari Oakland 
were early settlers here in 1857.  
  We  (Matt & Alice (Oakland) Baker) are proud to be living  on the 
homestead which has been in the family 150 years.  I have been told one 
of my uncles was a mail carrier here in the early days. 
  You have also shown pictures of the exterior of the Franklin store.  I am 
enclosing pictures of the interior and a little information in case you're 
interested. 
  Iver Pedersen, who had a grocery store in Ettrick felt there should be a 
store equi-distant from Ettrick, Blair, Melrose, and Taylor, so built the 
Franklin store in 1910.  John Kamprud (Ettrick Banker) worked at the 
store for a year. 
   (I can't help but wonder if this Kamprud is related to the ones involved in 
the 1930 storm) 
   August Yahr also worked there for several months, and, then, bought 
it, taking a $4500 loan on it. Next, he built a good house and married the 
local rural school teacher, Josephine Anderson.  At the same time, Au-
gust sold Motel T Fords and taught his customers how to drive them.  He 
ran the store over 45 years.  
  After August's death in 1959, his widow sold the store to Ted Fosse, who 
was walso married to a school teacher, Borghild Engelien.  Ted contin-
ued to run it as a general store and very little had changed since the time 
it was first opened for business.   
 
  This is from a newspaper article by Pat Emerson: 
"Ted keeps a supply of just about everything a human being would need 
to survive in this world.  There are groceries, fan belts, clothes  a variety 
of brands of snuff, oil filters, sundries, electrical supplies, as handles, 
light bulbs and plumbing supplies.  In storage sheds around the building 
can be found barbed wire and fencing materials, hardware, veterinary 
supplies, nuts, and bolts, batteries, fuel oil and heaven only knows what 
else. 
   When Ted was asked if it was true that a lot of people call the place 'the 
little K-Mart, he grinned and said, 'Aw, some people say that, but I just 
call it a little convenience store.'   
  The only advertising he ever does can be found on the back of a jacket 
of his.  There is a picture of the Franklin Store on the jacket and a motto 
which says, 'The biggest little market in town'. " 
 
  Ted had the store until his death, at age 90, in 1987.  His caughter, 
Joyce (Fosse) Graff, kept the store open for another year.  She still lives 
in the house, but the store building is only used for storage. 
 
  August Yahr's daughter, Verda Grinde, also lives in the area, between 
Franklin and Melrose.

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Top 5 Questions 
About Stamps - and 
Answers That Stick!

What's the world's most popular hobby?  
Millions of enthusiasts around the world 
will tell you it's stamp collecting.  How-
ever, most people know very little about 
stamps, except that they go on a letter!  So 
here are the answers to the Top 5 ques-
tions about stamps - and answers that 
stick!  
 
"What did we do before stamps?"  
 
The person receiving a letter paid for de-
livery.  Back then, it cost a lot to deliver a 
letter, too much for most people.  So when 
a letter came, often they would refuse to 
pay for it.  The Post Office(tm) was pro-
viding the service, and getting no money.  
That's why the postage stamp and prepay-
ment for services came into being. 
 
"Where did stamps come from?" 
 
Postage stamps were invented in the 19th 
century in Great Britain. English school-
master and government employee Row-
land Hill suggested the postage stamp as a 
means of taxing newspapers and collect-
ing prepaid mail fees based on weight.  In 
1840, Great Britain issued what has come 
to be known as the "Penny Black," the 
world's first adhesive postage stamp, 
showing the image of Queen Victoria por-
trayed against a black background. 
 
"How much did the first U.S. stamp 
cost?"  
 
Two were issued in 1847:  the one featur-
ing George Washington cost 10 cents, and 
the one with a picture of Benjamin Frank-
lin cost five cents. 
 
"Who appears on the most U.S. 
stamps?" 
 
George Washington and Benjamin Frank-
lin. 
 
"How did stamp collecting start?" 
 
From their inception in 1840 in Great 
Britain, stamps were very popular. 
In fact, according to the American Phila-
telic Society - a great resource for stamp 
collecting nformation - a woman placed 
an ad in the London Times in 1841, ask-
ing for help in collecting stamps so she 
could use them to wallpaper her 
bedroom!  And through the years, stamp 
collecting has continued to grow 
in popularity.
